[bookmark: _GoBack]Vocabulary:  Main music vocabulary word for lesson: Non- pitched Instruments- Instruments that don’t use pitches to play rhythm.
 Objective- I can ask in-depth questions to determine which family my instrument belongs with the “Who am I” game.
1. Have students pair Share on families of instruments
2. Q&A on differences of pitched and non-pitched instruments
3. Explain and demonstrate with student how to ask questions to determine their perspective instrument(3 questions)no direct questions
4. Have students turn to the person next to them and repeat directions
5. Pass out notecards of instrument to each student. 
6. Movement-have students mill around and ask questions about the instrument they have in hand.
7. When students discover what instrument another had then they sit with that particular “family” of instruments
8. Close-Quick Write- List the four families, provide facts for each family, and tell why you like instrument giving factual reasons(ex-I like the colored rhythm sticks because the thick wood give the instrument the low sound I love)
