Grade: 3 
Key Vocabulary: gestures, hand placement, blowing, recorder technique
Definition: Gestures-Signals used to tell musicians what to go without saying a word.
Focus: Learn gestures and recorder technique to properly play instrument 
Material Needed: Recorder

Week 4: Objective: I can demonstrate the pitches BAG using good tone and rhythm on recorder.  
1. Set chairs up and pass out recorders.
2. Gestures/Procedures for recorder- demonstrate and go over with the class
3. Recorder technique- sit up, hand placement, hole coverage, and blowing
4. Fingerings B,A,G- demonstrate and go over with class
5. Echo notes B, A, G

6. Notation: Quarter notes on board with class- use all pitches.
7. Quick Write: Students exit class with fingering of BAG
