Week 6
Grade: 5 
Key Vocabulary: notation, staff, measure, treble clef, grid, music alphabet, notes, phrase, cue, time signature, breath marks, and bar lines
Focus: Playing recorder reading standard music notation using quarter note and 8th note patterns. (Unit 1) 
Material Needed: Recorder and Pencil

Week 6 Objective: Students will be able to play the 1st 2 phrases of “Ode to Joy” executing the quarter notes and phrasing properly.
1. Review various notes and terms used in notation
2. Pass out and review technique

3. Echo notes B, A, G, C, D

4. Write the 1st two phrases on board. Explain phrase and time signature and write underneath. 

5. Clap out

6. Play through song and break down in chunks. 
7. Play through again.
8. As a class we add/review time signature, phrase and pitch to word wall. 
9. Assessment: Differentiated Instruction
10. Closure: Review vocabulary with “Numbered Heads Together”
