Week 2
Grades: K- 1 (K grade book)
Key Vocabulary: steady beat, choir
Definition: Steady Beat-Pulse of the music
Focus: Do a dance that has a sequence of steady beat movements with a song. (unit 5) Part 2
Material Needed: Voices, body parts, un-pitched, pitched, K big book

Materials located: Non pitched instruments instrument table, K(big book) on supply cart.
State Standard: Strand 1: Create
Strand 1-Concept 1: Singing alone and with others music from various genres and cultures.
Concept 2: Playing instruments alone and with others music from various genres and cultures.
Performance Objectives: 

Concept 1- P.O. 1: GR K-1: Exhibiting singing and speaking voices. P.O. 2: GR K-1: Echo spoken rhythmic patterns. P.O. 1: GR 1: Singing on pitch loud/soft, fast/slow, high/low. P.O. 2: GR 1: Follow a steady beat while singing. P.O. 3: GR 1: Echo singing. P.O. 4: GR 1: Responding properly to basic conducting cues.(start and stop) Concept 2- P.O.1: GR K: Keeping a steady beat. P.O. 1: GR 1: Keeping a steady beat with a partner. P.O. 2: GR 1: Playing sounds that are loud/soft, fast/slow, high/low. 
Week 2: Objective: I can identify the rhyming words and demonstrate steady beat of a song and poems using movement and instruments.   
1. What were dinosaurs like? Discuss- How do you think dinosaurs might have kept the beat? Flapping tail or nodding head. Dinosaurs Song- Kids Bop.
2. Poem “Brontosaurus” Identify rhymes and discuss how he may have kept beat.
3. Demonstrate how they may have kept beat- head, feet, hands. Have kids do it. Counting beat in duple meter.

4. Big book K- page 34-35. Point to tracks for poem. Have kids keep steady beat with tap of hand. Say the word beat with every tap.

5. “Hunting we will go” 3:43 Big Book 34-35

6. Discuss and identify animals that rhyme on pages. Sing song following animals for verses.
7. Movement for “Hunting Song” Have students clap a unison beat on one and three. Hands to side- clap high in the air for beat 1- to side for beat 2 –clap high in the air for beat 3- to side for beat four.
8.  “Dinosaur Song” 3:44 pat beat. Identify when children’s chorus began. Explain what chorus is.
9. Movement: Circle- have students demonstrate in the center of circle a steady beat. Have each student in the circle copy.
10. Close: Instruments: Have students practice a steady unison beat with sticks. Tap on every beat.
