Week 6
Grade: 3rd. 
Key Vocabulary: Beat, rhythm, quarter notes, quarter rest, 8th notes.

Focus: Playing recorder executing the quarter notes and quarter rest properly. (unit 1)
Material Needed: Recorder and Pencil

Performance Objectives:

Lesson Sequence/Day 1: Objective: Students will play recorder executing the quarter notes and quarter rest found in “Animal Fair” properly.  
1. Review terms and symbols used in notation.
2. Pass out recorder and review technique.

3. Echo notes B, A, G

4. Put “Animal Fair” on board. Explain how to play song and write counts underneath. (orange book)
5. Students clap the rhythm.

6. Play through song and break down in chunks.

7. Play through again.
8. As a class add/review terms
