Week 10.5 Objective: I can sing “By the singing water” in canon while executing the 16th notes using good rhythm with the voice.
1. Tell students so far we have only play songs in one form but there are many other ways to play or sing pieces. There is one straight way like we have always done AB, ABA, ABACA, or canon. Demonstrate
2. 16th rhythm on board-  go over counting and clap out.

3. Books(Orange) page 352 Have students find the 16th patterns and sing chorally as a class. Review all rhythm say and sing the rhythm.

4. Recording- CD: 9: 1-Sing song straight through. Explain canon
5. Split class into two groups and do canon- Switch parts All students sing in unison the coda Bring your white sheep home
6. Close: Pair share on canon and 16th notes- add canon to the word wall.
