Grade:3rd and 4th  
Key Vocabulary: harmony and melody
Definition: Harmony-The supporting part of the melody
Focus: Harmony for “I don’t care if the rain comes down” 
Material Needed: Books, Voice, bells, non pitched instruments, CD
Resources Located: CD-Top of the hard drive, bells-on the back shelve by chairs, books-on the back shelve by the door non pitched instruments instrument table

Week 3.6: Objective: I can identify and demonstrate the color line of “I don’t care if the rain comes down” using the tambourine and triangle.
1. Review melody and harmony Pair Share Tell what color line is.
2. “I don’t care if the rain comes down” page 104 2:32 Sing through(melody) 

3. Instruments: Bells- Have bell part written on board. Go over crossover and tonic/dominant chord. Have students do in the air first.
4. Half class crossover and half class C/G switch 2nd time add melody
5. Add color line w/tambourine and triangle use melody part-Hey hey carry me away
6.  I’m going to dance all day. Tambourine part and Triangle part

Instruments: Add melody, harmony and color line together.

7. Close: Quick write- explain color line
