Week 3.0 
Grade:3rd and 4th  
Key Vocabulary: harmony and melody
Definition: Harmony-The supporting part of the melody
Focus: Harmony for “I don’t care if the rain comes down” 
Material Needed: Books, Voice, bells, CD
Resources Located: CD-Top of the hard drive, bells-on the back shelve by chairs, books-on the back shelve by the door.
State Standard: Strand 1: Create
Concept 1: Singing alone and with others
Concept 2: Playing instruments alone and with others

Concept 3: Improvising rhythms, melodies, and accompaniments
Performance Objectives: 

Concept 1- P.O. 1: Singing partner songs on pitch with appropriate tone quality
P.O. 2: Sing unaccompanied with correct timing and intonation P.O. 3: Reading and singing using syllable names P.O. 4: Responding properly to formal conducting cues (start/stop) Concept 2- P.O. 2: Play a short melody with appropriate dynamics. P.O. 3: Playing with correct rhythmic duration of notes. P.O. 4: Responding properly to formal conducting cues (start/stop)Concept 3-P.O.1: 6th accompaniment with tonic/dominant chords 
Week 3.0: Objective: I can identify and demonstrate the harmony of “I don’t care if the rain comes down” using the tonic/dominant chord and the crossover chord on bells.
1. Review melody and harmony Pair Share
2. “I don’t care if the rain comes down” page 104 2:32 Sing through(melody) 

3. Instruments: Bells- Have bell part written on board. Go over counting and clap out. Sing part using solfege syllables.
4. Bells- Go over mallet hold and pitch letter names for bars. Play bell part for “I don’t care if the rain comes down.” Pitches C/G(tonic/dominant) half notes and crossover c/gC/g in quarters. Have students do in the air first.
5. Half class crossover and half class C/G switch 2nd time add melody
6. As a class add/review melody and harmony to word wall.
7. Close: Quick write- explain harmony
