Week 1.1 2nd semester
Grades: K- 1 
Key Vocabulary: loud/soft, high/low, solfege syllables 
Focus: Pitches on staff, high/low, solfege syllables
Material Needed: Voices, body parts, recording, stars
State Standard: Strand 1: Create
Strand 1-Concept 1: Singing alone and with others music from various genres and cultures.

Performance Objectives: 

Concept 1- P.O. 1: GR K-1: Exhibiting singing and speaking voices. P.O. 2: GR K-1: Echo spoken rhythmic patterns. P.O. 3: GR K: Singing music from memory. P.O. 1: GR 1: Singing on pitch loud/soft, fast/slow, high/low. P.O. 2: GR 1: Follow a steady beat while singing. P.O. 3: GR 1: Echo singing. P.O. 4: GR 1: Responding properly to basic conducting cues. (start and stop)Concept 5-P.O. 1: recognizing melodic movement as up/down(sol/mi staff reading)
Week 1.1: Objective: Students will sing the solfege pitches sol/mi of “Starlight” and identify pitches on the music staff as high/low 
1. Review rhythm and beat- have students sing “Twinkle Twinkle”(rhythm) Show students how you can replace words using solfege.
2. Read “What makes music” for solfege Review sol/mi as high/low

3. Listen to and sing “Starlight” (keep beat.) 3:28 

4. Pass out the stars-cue students to raise up stars and lower stars up=sol lower=mi(sing)Show notation on board- go through which note is sol and which note is mi as well as which notes are high and which are low. Did we sing the song thumbs up/down Sing staff song and show lines with hand 3:8 1st grade.
5. Instruments: Bells- Twinkle the stars of “Starlight” with non melodic shape(beat) Are we using all the solfege syllables? Thumbs up/down why?
6. Close: Pair share on solfege (sol/mi mostly)
