Week 3.5 
Grade: 3 
Key Vocabulary: staff, measure, treble clef, notation, grid, notes-whole, half quarter 8th 
Definition:  Staff- Five lines and four spaces- music paper musicians use to read write sing and play music. Notation- Written music
Focus: Distinguish terms and symbols used in music to enable reading of music notation. 
Material Needed: Lap boards, markers, non pitched instruments

Resources Location: Lap boards and dry erase markers are located on the cart next to the office door. Non pitched instruments are located by the printer on the table

Week 3.5: Objective: I can distinguish terms and symbols used in music to enable proper reading, singing and playing of music notation. 
1. Remember how last year we would just sing and play a string of notes- Show on board or in our music books. Clap out notes- show on board.
2. Pass out lap boards and markers.

3. Well in order to read notes with pitch they must written a certain way on the staff(to write music) using different terms and symbols, when notes are written properly it then becomes notation.
4. Terms- go over all staff, measure, treble clef, grid- Have students write on lap boards and show.

5. Symbols –notes- whole half quarter 8th Have students show on lap boards.
6. Instruments-(use sticks and drums) Notation: Quarter notes, and 8ths with sticks and halfs and whole notes with drums(switch)
