Week 6.0 
Grade: 3rd. 
Key Vocabulary: Pitches, notes, solfege
Definition: Solfege –symbols that replace pitches-sing/play using solfege
Focus: Identify solfege pitches do re mi(BAG) and show pitches as high/low with body movement and playing. (unit 2/3) 
Material Needed: recorder 
Resources Located: recorders under the instrument table

Performance Objectives:
Concept 1-P.O. 3: Reading and singing using syllable names

Week 6.0: Objective: I can identify the solfege pitches do re mi and show pitches as high/low with the recorder.  
1. Review gestures/technique with recorder
2.  Review pitches on staff- talk about solfege(show on board)
3. Pass out cards(solfege) for informal assessment. Play pitches and have students hold corresponding card. Do Q&A
4. Pass out recorder and review procedures.

5. Echo notes B, A, G-
6. Say solfege pitches and have the students play corresponding note
7. Assessment: Differentiated Instruction: Pair up weak/strong players and play pitches BAG= Mi RE DO
8. Closure: Quick write- explain solfege
