Week 13.1 
Grades: 2nd 
Key Vocabulary: notes/quarter rest, accent, form/patterns
Definition: Form-Way music is written
Focus: Quarter notes and half notes, form
Material Needed:  Rhythmic instruments, transparency
Resources Located: Instruments-on instrument table, overhead/transparency by counter, screen in front of classroom(pull down)
State Standard: Strand 1: Create
Strand 1-Concept 2: Playing instruments alone and with others
Concept 3: Improvising rhythms, melodies, variations, and accompaniments

Concept 5: Reading and notating music
Performance Objectives: 

Strand 1-Concept 2- P.O. 1: GR 2: Maintaining a steady beat. P.O. 2: Play short melodic patterns that are loud/soft fast/slow. P.O. 3: Playing correct rhythmic duration- Different corresponding beat patterns.  Concept 3- P.O. 1: Playing and improvised accompaniments. Concept 5- P.O. 2: Reading and decoding quarter notes eighth notes and quarter rest. 
Week 13.1: Objective: Students will play “Hall Of The Mountain King” executing notes/rest found in piece with rhythmic accuracy.
1. Listen to “Hall of mountain king” 5:22 Discuss notes heard. Review notes
2. Use overhead: Put transparency up-review rest/repeat sign and notes/rest. Show and demonstrate accent

3. Show pattern ABA form
4. Play piece- point to notes in the song on transparency 
5. Instruments: Sticks(without music play piece) 2nd time with music
6. Close: Pair share on notes/rest
