Week 17
Grades: K- 1
Key Vocabulary: High/low, fast slow, loud/soft
Focus: Students will listen to music and draw color they hear in music and discuss and compare drawings with each other
Material Needed: white paper and crayons
State Standard: Strand 2: Relate

Performance Objectives:

P.O. 4: Describing changes in mood while listening to music. Concept 2- P.O.1: Expressing personal reactions to a musical performance through drawings. 
Week 17: Objective: Students will listen to music and draw what they feel in pieces and discuss and compare drawings.
1. Discuss mood. Example-angry, =sad, = happy, =jealous,=depressed
2. Pass out lap boards and blank paper and crayons. Have students fold into fourths. 
3. Listen to the selection from “Young Peoples” CD  1st box-# 16, 2nd box- #18, 3rd box- #22, 4th box- #26 back of paper # 25   
4. While listening, have students draw the color (mood) they hear in the music. Students may use all four sections separately or use the entire sheet of paper as one section. Students may draw as many lines and shapes as they wish but it must reflect what they hear. After finished, have students discuss and compare their drawings. 
5. Assessment: Ask students- Q-What in the music helped you draw that? Why

6. Close: Next week review terms.
