         4a. Demonstrate meaning of unfamiliar word in text(K.RL.4a)     
 Performance Objective: S1-C3-P.O.1 Students improvise an answer to a teacher performed statement. Student friendly objective: I can create improvised rhythms for characters in the story “Little Princess” 
1. Pre assessment-Have students improvise a rhythm using the floor-pretending like they are playing drums
2. Anticipatory Set- Review rhythm (notated) Explain improvised. Thumbs-up/down
3. Read story-identify key details- Who, Where, When
4. Model rhythmic instruments for improvisation in story. Include showing how to hold and play each instrument. Instrumentation for character as follows: Princess=guiro, Dragon=drums, Unicorn=tambourine, Peacock=sticks, & Mouse=triangle *Question here about why I choose the instrumentation I did.
5. Assign students a character/instrument. Have each group play and improvised rhythm for character assigned
6.  Read story- have students play an improvised rhythm every time they hear their character in the story.(2 to 3 seconds) 
7.  Post Assessment- With their instrument have students play improvisation all together.
8. Closure-Pair Share with partner the  music term improvisation
*- I choose not to use technology in the kinder classroom because students are just beginning to understand the procedures in the music classroom. Any deviation in routine and students lose their focus.
