Week 2.1
Grades: K 
Key Vocabulary: loud/soft, high/low, fast slow, steady beat, rhythm
Definition: Rhythm-Music that occurs between the beats
Focus: duration- unit 1
Material Needed: drums, recording
Resources Located: CD is on top of the computer hard drive and drums are on the instrument table.
State Standard: Strand 1: Create
Strand 1-Concept 2: playing instruments alone and with others music from various genres and cultures. 
Performance Objectives: 

Concept 1- P.O. 1: GR K: maintaining a steady beat. P.O. 1: GR 1: Maintain a steady beat with a partner. P.O. 2: Play sounds that are loud/soft, fast/slow and high/low. P.O. 3: GR K: Echo rhythmic patterns
CC Math Standard: Unit 3- Counting sorting and classifying
Week 2.1: Objective: I can demonstrate various ways to play beat/rhythm using the song “Play the Drum” using the drum. 
1. Last week we used our voices to show beat and rhythm, this week are going to use instruments
2. Review beat and rhythm with thumbs up/down
3. Do beat/rhythm loud/soft, high/low, and fast slow
4. “Play the Drum”-recording 1:5 Have kids keep the beat, 2nd time demonstrate with different duration elements like fast/slow etc…Show rhythm
5. Demonstrate with instrument.

6. Review rest/ready and partner buddy-have two students come up and show the class how to share the drum
7. Pass out instruments- play through song without recording
8. “Play the Drum” 1:5 –play through song

9. Add fast/slow, loud/soft, beat/rhythm to the word wall.

10. Close: Today we learned various ways to play rhythm and beat Pair share: What and how are some of the ways you could play beat and rhythm.
