Week 9
Grades: K- 1 
Key Vocabulary:  Long/Short  
Focus: Rhythm (Longer/Shorter) - unit 2
Material Needed: Voices, body parts 
State Standard: Strand 1: Create
Strand 1-Concept 1: Singing alone and with others music from various genres and cultures.
Concept 2: Playing instruments alone and with others music from various genres and cultures.
Performance Objectives: 

Concept 1- P.O. 1: GR K-1: Exhibiting singing and speaking voices. P.O. 2: GR K-1: Echo spoken rhythmic patterns. P.O. 1: GR 1: Singing on pitch loud/soft, fast/slow, high/low. P.O. 2: GR 1: Follow a steady beat while singing. P.O. 3: GR 1: Echo singing. P.O. 4: GR 1: Responding properly to basic conducting cues.(start and stop) Concept 2- P.O.1: GR K: Keeping a steady beat. P.O. 1: GR 1: Keeping a steady beat with a partner. P.O. 2: GR 1: Playing sounds that are loud/soft, fast/slow, high/low. 
Week 9: Objective: Students will distinguish between long and short sounds and echo longer and shorter sounds.  
1. Look for something- have students tiptoe in shared space moving their head from side to side as if to look for something. 

2. Discuss how you were just moving around. Some took a long time and some took a short time. In music sounds can last a long time or a short time.
3. Listen today for long and short sounds as we hunt for a big farm animal with two ears, four legs and big black spats. What could that be? Kids guess but don’t give the answer out yet.

4. Listen to “Hunt the Cows”1:28 and identify animals

5. Movement - “Cow Song” Circle, when sun is hot kneel on one knee and when cows are lost kneel on the other knee. On rest put one elbow on ground and on home put the other elbow on the ground. (on all fours like a cow) You make a cow on the long notes.
6. Listen to “Shiau Ya (little duck) 1:29 raise your hand when you hear duck sounds-2nd time-make duck bill movements when you hear a duck.
7. Listen to pronunciation for Shiau Ya 1:30

8. Listen again singing along if able and moving duck bills.

9. Echo animal sounds 1:31. Identify sounds of a cow and duck and decide that the cow sounds longer and the duck sounds shorter.
10. Echo patterns of cow and duck sounds. Pattern 1 has long sounds only. Pattern 2 has short sounds only. Other patterns have a combination of long and short.

11. Close: Today you sang about cows and ducks, and made longer and shorter sounds. Make a long sound like a cow. Make a short sound like a duck. You are now ready to learn more about rhythm.
