Lesson Plan:  Abstract Art (Wassily Kandinsky)
Grade:  K-1-2
Required Time:  3/4 35-minute class periods
Materials:  12” X 18” white paper, 9” X 12”---Kinder

Demonstrate Watercolor wash (later, when ready to paint)
Main Activity (Instructional Input):
1. Use pencil to trace shape on white paper.  Fill the paper,    some shapes should overlap to form new shapes.  Use various sizes.
K---5 shape minimum

1---6 shape minimum

2---7 shape minimum

2. Use crayon to fill shapes with patterns.  Students should press hard to color dark with crayons.  Do not outline shapes with crayon; do not color-in shapes with crayon.
3. Use a permanent marker (black) to outline all the shapes.
4. When patterns are completed, painting may begin.  Using a large brush, paint broad strokes of juicy watercolors (a wash), to cover the entire paper.  The students should be painting to cover the white paper, not necessarily painting inside the lines of the shapes.

5. Students are free to experiment with random washes.

6. Place wet paintings in the drying rack until completely dry.

Daily Clean-up:  Jobs are assigned randomly, according to what needs to be done.  Each student is responsible for cleaning themselves and their work areas.  When finished, they return to their seat.

Closure:  Evaluate overall classroom performance & participation---Classroom Superstar stickers may be awarded.  Call for line-up, on tape by cabinets.
