Sixth Grade: Redesigning the Sunnyside LEARN logo and Developing Visual Literacy
Part One (Two Days)
	Part One Content Standard(s):
Artistic Process | Responding: Understanding and evaluating how the arts convey meaning.

Anchor Standard 7 | Perceive and analyze artistic work

Enduring Understanding: Individual aesthetic and empathetic awareness developed through engagement with art can lead to understanding and appreciation of self, others, the natural world, and constructed environments.
Essential Questions: How do life experiences influence the way you relate to art? How does learning about art impact how we perceive the world? What can we learn from our responses to art?

6th VA: Re7.1.6a:  Identify and interpret works of art or design that reveal how people live around the world and what they value.
(I will identify how current google doodles reflect the interests and values of certain groups of people)

Enduring Understanding: Visual Imagery influences understanding of and responses to the world.

Essential Questions: What is an image? Where and how do we encounter images in our world? How do images influence our views of the world?
6th VA: Re7.2.6a:  Analyze ways that visual components and cultural associations suggested by images influence ideas, emotions, and actions. (I will identify the mood created by examples of graphic design.)
Anchor Standard 8 | Interpret intent and meaning in artistic work.

Enduring Understanding: People gain insights into meanings of artworks by engaging in the process of art criticism.

Essential Questions: What is the value of engaging in the process of art criticism? How can the viewer “read” a work of art? How does knowing and using visual art vocabularies help us understand and interpret works of art?

6th VA: Re8.1.6a:  Interpret art by distinguishing between relevant and non-relevant contextual information and analyzing subject matter, characteristics of form and structure, and use of media to identify ideas and mood conveyed.  (I will provide specific reasons why I think the examples creates a specific mood.)
Anchor Standard 9 | Apply criteria to evaluate artistic work.

Enduring Understanding: People evaluate art based on various criteria.

Essential Questions: How does one determine criteria to evaluate a work of art? How and why might criteria vary? How is a personal preference different from an evaluation?

6th VA: Re9.1.6a:  Develop and apply relevant criteria to evaluate a work of art.
(I will identify criteria and use these criteria to evaluate examples of google doodles.)

Anchor Standard 11| Relate artistic ideas and works with societal, cultural and historical context to deepen understanding.
Enduring Understanding: People develop ideas and understandings of society, culture, and history through their interactions with and analysis of art.

Essential Questions: How does art help us understand the lives of people of different times, places, and cultures? How is art used to impact the views of a society? How does art preserve aspects of life?

6th VA: Cn11.1.6a: Analyze how art reflects changing times, traditions, resources, and cultural uses.
(I will identify how google doodles reflect contemporary cultures all over the world)



	Content Student Friendly Objective: 
Creative Play Warm up: I will write words in a way that illustrate their meaning.

Part One Objectives: I will..

· Discuss how graphic design reflects the interests and values of certain groups of people during a particular time
· Identify the mood created by examples of graphic design and provide reasons why I think this way
· Identify examples of graphic design that appeal to my personal taste and provide reasons for my opinion
· Evaluate examples of graphic design based on chosen criteria


	Pre-Assessment: (Show first PPT slide) How does each of these images communicate the word “music” differently? Take 30 seconds to illustrate the word music in a different way. That quick activity was our “creative play” warm exercise. Artists and designers have strategies that they use to warm up their creative minds. The point is to draw quickly, get your ideas out on the paper without judging them. 


	Lesson:

Vocabulary: Graphic Design: the art of communication, stylizing, and problem-solving through the use of type, space and image.

Anticipatory Set: How many of you use google to search for information online? Have you ever noticed that the google logo sometimes changes to represent a theme, holiday, or event? These are called “Doodles”. We’re going to create a Doodle for the Sunnyside LEARN website. I will submit them to the district to use. Before we start designing, we’re going develop our visual literacy skills. In other words, we’re going to learn how to “read” images more critically in order to understand how artists communicate messages. 
Guided Practice: Using the PPT as a guide, ask students to write down their answers to the questions provided and then share their answers with their table members. Ask volunteers to share their answers with the class. Continue this process throughout “Part One” of the PPT. 
Assessment: Teacher grades on student participation, students self assess by asking, Did I:
· Discuss how graphic design reflects the interests and values of certain groups of people during a particular time?
· Identify the mood created by examples of graphic design and provide reasons why I think this way?
· Identify examples of graphic design that appeal to my personal taste and provide reasons for my opinion?
· Evaluate examples of graphic design based on chosen criteria?
Closure: See above

	Differentiation: 

-During students’ independent work time, teacher circulates to provide needed assistance or offer additional challenges for students to consider incorporating into their art-making process.
