TITLE: Street Art Day 1

GRADE: 5

MATERIALS: PPT, street art worksheet

TIME: 35 minutes

VISUAL ART STANDARDS & OBJECTIVES ADDRESSED IN THIS UNIT:

5th VA: Cr1.2.5a:  Identify and demonstrate diverse methods of artistic investigation to choose an approach for beginning a work of art.

5th VA: Cr2.1.5a:  Experiment and develop skills in multiple art-making techniques and approaches through practice.

5th VA: Cr2.2.5a:   Demonstrate quality craftsmanship through care for and use of materials, tools, and equipment.

5th VA: Cr3.1.5a:  Create artist statements using art vocabulary to describe personal choices in art-making.
5th VA: Re7.1.5a:  Compare one’s own interpretation of a work of art with the interpretation of others.

OBJECTIVES:

-I will identify the difference between “tagging” and street art and discuss the negative effects of “tagging”

-I will sketch reoccurring pictures, words, or other ideas found in street art

-I will brainstorm and sketch ideas for my street art design
PROCEDURE:

Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Think to yourself: What is “tagging?” What is the difference between street art and tagging?
Students pass out worksheets and answer/discuss first few questions.

Art History/Concepts:

Students move to floor with pencils and worksheets and view PPT. Students sketch images from the powerpoint that are interesting to them. They identify characteristics of form, mood, message, and subject matter in given examples. 
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Students should brainstorm themes for their street art. It has to be appropriate for school, nothing gang related or violent. Brainstorm together, is there a problem in our community that you want to address?  Do you want to celebrate something that you think is important? For example, the life of a famous person, the natural environment, music and art, holiday, etc. 

Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Students return to their seats and begin sketching ideas for their street art. There needs to be at least one word and one picture. 

Independent Practice:

Students work independently while teacher monitors progress.

Student Engagement/Self-Monitoring 
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I sketching my ideas? Am I using my time wisely?

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up. Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
