TITLE: Tessellation-Day 1
GRADE: 5
MATERIALS: PowerPoint, worksheet, scissors
TIME: 35 minutes

VISUAL ART CONTENT STANDARDS/OBJECTIVES ADDRESSED IN THIS UNIT:

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will identify what a tessellation is and describe where they appear in the nature and manmade world. 
-Students will create 3 different types of  tessellations

VOCABULARY:

Illusion  Mosaic  Tessellation  Congruent  Polygon
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):
Think to yourself quietly: What is a tessellation? Discuss what you think with your table for 20 seconds. Today we’re going to learn what tessellations are, the history, see examples by a famous artist, and we’re going to practice making the 3 different types of tessellations.
Art History/Concepts:
Students will view Tessellation PPT and complete the worksheet.  
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Explain that there are 3 different ways to make a tessellation. Translation, rotation, and reflection.  They will have practice completing each pattern. Cut out the translation shape. Look closely at the translation pattern. Trace the shape over and over to complete the tessellating pattern.
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Next, cut out the reflection shape and complete the tessellating pattern.
Independent Practice:

Students complete the rotation pattern independently.
Student Engagement/ Self Monitoring:

Ask yourself: Am I focused? What do I know about tessellations now that I didn’t know before?
Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
