TITLE: Tessellation-Day 4
GRADE: 5
MATERIALS: 2.5 in. squares, 8.5x10 in. white paper, scissors, tape
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will create a tessellation pattern using their unique tessellating shape.
-Students will add details to the inside of their shape to transform it into a something recognizable

-Students will repeat those details on each shape of the design using an assembly line technique
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):
Raise your hand if you’ve ever heard of an assembly line. Discuss how this is one way to get a job done accurately and efficiently. 
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

At demonstration table-show students how to add the same detail to each shape at the same time, and then add a different detail to each shape at the same time, like an assembly line. This will make their work more consistent and easier. 
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Repeat step by step procedure as a group.
Independent Practice:
Students work independently while teacher monitors progress.

Student Engagement/ Self Monitoring:

Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I using the assembly process to complete my tessellation quickly and accurately? 
Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
