TITLE: Martin Ramirez College Day 2
GRADE: 4
MATERIALS: brown paper, glue, rulers, colored pencils, pens
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will glue collage onto brown paper.
-Students will divide brown paper into at least 8 sections using a ruler and pen.

-Students will create a different pattern in each section by drawing various types repeated lines and shapes.
VOCABULARY:

Repetition, pattern
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Think to yourself quietly: What characteristics of form did we repeated in Martin Ramirez’s artwork? (Repeated lines) This week we’re going to create patterns to frame our creature using simple, repeated lines and shapes. 
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

At demonstration table-
-Glue collage onto brown paper

-Using a black pen and ruler, divide the brown paper into at least 8 areas by drawing vertical and horizontal lines

-Use a variety of repeated lines (diagonal, curved, straight, thick, thin, horizontal, vertical) and shapes to create patterns in each area.

Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Review directions before returning to seats.
Independent Practice:

Students work independently while teacher monitors progress.
Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:

Ask yourself: Did I divide the brown paper into at least 8 sections? Am I putting a different pattern in each section? Am I focused and doing my personal best?

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up. Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
