TITLE: Pattern ID Day 1
GRADE: 4
MATERIALS: PPT, worksheet, graphics paper, pencils, black markers
TIME: 35 minutes

VISUAL ART CONTENT STANDARDS/OBJECTIVES ADDRESSED IN THIS UNIT:

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will identify patterns and discuss how patterns carry cultural meaning
-Students will create an abstract design by tracing around their hands

-Students will sketch ideas for their personal patterns

VOCABULARY:

Pattern, symbolize
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Review the meaning of “pattern” and  discuss the meaning of “symbolize” Draw a peace symbol, nike symbol, and recycle symbol on the board. Using the symbols drawn, explain the meaning of “symbolize”. Introduce objectives
Art History/Concepts:

Pattern ID PPT
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Pass out worksheets and read step one. Demonstrate on the board how to trace your hands with a pencil. The hand shape should be closed, so lines go to the edges of the paper. They may overlap. Divide the background space (negative space) into 3 shapes.
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Give them a few minutes to complete step one. Next, they should trace their lines with black marker.
Independent Practice:

Students work independently while teacher monitors progress.
Student Engagement/ Self Monitoring:

Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I dividing the background up into 3 shapes? Am I carefully tracing with the marker?
Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.
