TITLE: Pattern ID Day 2
GRADE: 4
MATERIALS: worksheets, black markers, tracing paper, pattern examples
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will create an abstract design by tracing around their hands

-Students will sketch ideas for their personal patterns

-Student will trace patterns onto their abstract hand design

VOCABULARY:

Pattern, symbolize
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Last week we discussed how some patterns carry meaning and viewed examples of patterns from different cultures. Today we’re going to create abstract designs that include your personal, unique patterns.
Art History/Concepts:

Pass out worksheets and fold in half. Divide the top half into 2 columns. In the first column, make a list of things you consume. (20 seconds) In the second column, make a list of things you appreciate about the natural world. Turn paper over and look at the bottom examples of patterns, noting which are strong and which are weak. In the bottom part of your paper, sketch pictures of some of the items on your list.

Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:
Review how to trace hands on graphics paper with pencil, making sure to extend the hand to the edge of the paper. The paper should be dividing into at least 5 parts (two hands and three shapes in the background). Next, trace over lines with a black marker. Next, create a pictures (or group of pictures) from your list. Draw this with pencil on the back of your worksheet. Once you are happy with how it looks, you will trace it with a marker over and over to fill one of the areas of your abstract design ( on the graphics paper). 

Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Repeat process with a second image in a different shape on your graphics paper.
Independent Practice:

Students work independently while teacher monitors progress.
Student Engagement/Self Monitoring
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I drawing my image with pencil on the worksheet first, and then tracing it over and over with the black marker?  
Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
