TITLE: Pattern ID Day 3
GRADE: 4
MATERIALS: pattern examples from art world, thick and thin sharpies
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-students will fill one space with a pattern of something they consume 

-students will fill a second space with a pattern of something they appreciate about the natural world

-once these are approved, they may use a pattern from the art world (printed pattern examples)
VOCABULARY:

Pattern, symbolize
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):
Back tables come to floor: Draw example on board and demonstrate how to divide area into at least 5 parts-volunteer will demonstrate. Introduce objectives
Art History/Concepts:

Review the fact that these patterns are unique to you. Do not copy someone else’s ideas
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:
Review how to create a drawing of something you consume and then trace it repeatedly in one space. Repeat with something from the natural environment. When these are complete students may choose a pattern from the world of art.
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Review steps
Independent Practice:

Students work independently while teacher monitors progress.
Student Engagement/ Self Monitoring:

Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I creating one pattern of things I consume and one pattern of something I appreciate about the natural world? 
Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
