TITLE: Pattern ID Day 4
GRADE: 4
MATERIALS: pattern examples from art world, thin sharpies, colorful markers
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-students will complete a pattern from each of the three categories
-students will complete the remaining two areas with new patterns from one of the categories

-students will begin coloring with markers

VOCABULARY:

Pattern, symbolize
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Review the fact that these patterns are unique to you, so please do not copy someone else’s ideas
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:
Show example of artwork that has one pattern from each category drawn correctly and one that is not drawn correctly. Explain that the last two spaces should be filled with two new patterns that fit into one of the categories. Once they are finished, they should raise their hand for approval, and then begin coloring. Explain that limiting your color palette to 3 or 4 colors per pattern will make each individual pattern stand out. 
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Review steps
Independent Practice:

Students work independently while teacher monitors progress.
Student Engagement/ Self Monitoring:

Ask yourself: Am I focused? Do each of my shapes have a different repeated pattern filling it? Am I limiting my color palette to 3 or 4 colors in each pattern?
Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
