TITLE: Architecture Day 1
GRADE: 3
MATERIALS: PowerPoint, worksheet, architecture examples handouts, pencils
TIME: 35 minutes

VISUAL ART CONTENT STANDARDS/OBJECTIVES ADDRESSED IN THIS UNIT:

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will identify, discuss, and write about architecture from all over the world.
-Students will sketch 4 different styles of houses. 

VOCABULARY:

Architecture, architect
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Think to yourself quietly: Have you ever seen a house that really grabbed your attention? (Either in real life or on the screen) What about it was so interesting? It’s size? It’s shape? Share with someone near you what this house looked like.
Art History/Concepts:

Students pass out worksheets and read the words in the box aloud. Students will complete the architecture worksheets while viewing the architecture presentation.
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

(Part 1) Follow along quietly while I read each sentence aloud. You will be able to complete each sentence very easily if you pay attention to the presentation that I’m about to show. 
(Part 2) Pass out examples of architectural styles. Choose one of the houses from each part of the world to sketch in the box. You will have 1 minute to complete this quick sketch.(demonstrate)  Next, you will write down any important information about your sketch in the area that says “notes” For example, what do you think the house is made from?  What is interesting or unique about the house? (give example)
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

(Part 1) Students complete the sentences during the presentation. (guided note taking)
Students will discuss questions about architecture with a partner when prompted.

(Part 2) Students choose one African house to sketch and document notes.

Independent Practice:

(Part 2) Students repeat this process for the remaining 3 styles. Assign new table helpers while they are working.
Student Engagement/ Self Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I drawing what I see the best that can in the amount of time that I have? 

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
