TITLE: Cityscapes-Day 1
GRADE: 3

MATERIALS: watercolor paints, brushes, water containers, watercolor paper, cityscape pictures
TIME: 35 minutes

VISUAL ART CONTENT STANDARDS/OBJECTIVES ADDRESSED IN THIS UNIT:

OBJECTIVES:
-Students will identify what is in the background, middle ground, and foreground of cityscape photographs

-Students will paint buildings and cars in their cityscapes using basic shapes.
PROCEDURE:

Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Show examples of cityscapes photographs (PPT) and ask students to identify what is in the background, middle ground, and foreground.
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Using light blue, paint a straight line across the paper, wash your brush. Next, using different colors, paint building shapes across the length of the line. Buildings should be different heights and shapes. Roofs should be different shapes as well. Using light blue paint, paint buildings in the distance behind existing buildings. Next, using basic shapes, make cars and buses.

Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Students and teacher complete step-by-step procedure together.

Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I using long smooth brush strokes? 

Independent Practice:

Students work at their seats while teacher monitors progress.

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
