TITLE: Cityscapes-Day 3
GRADE: 3

MATERIALS: black fine tip markers, colored pencils, city worksheets, artwork
TIME:  35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:
-Students will brainstorm more ideas to add to their city

-Students will draw more details with black marker,use colored pencils to add texture to the buildings such as bricks, add color to signs, etc.
PROCEDURE:

Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Today we’re going to make our cityscapes even better by brainstorming and adding more imaginative details and refining what we have already created. 
On the back of your paper, take 30 seconds to list as many types of buildings you might see in a city. Next, choose one from your list and draw a sign for it. Next, add details to the sign to make it more engaging.

Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:
At demonstration table, demonstrate how to refine examples. First, make sure that you’ve outlined the shapes of each building, car, sidewalks, etc. Next, make sure you’ve given each building windows and added enough details so that it’s clear what type of building it is. Demonstrate how to add texture and more color to buildings using colored pencils. Students should also add color to people, cars, and any other details that they drew last week.
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Show examples of artwork that is incomplete and ask volunteers to identify what could be refined and how they would do it.

Review steps before returning to seats.

Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I using my imagination and the provided examples to create interesting details to my artwork? Am I focused? Am I refining my artwork?
Independent Practice:

Students work independently while teacher monitors progress.

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up
