TITLE: Faith Ringgold Story Quilt-Day 3
GRADE: 2
MATERIALS: 9 in. square paper, pencils, black felt tip markers, crayons
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will finish drawing community event showing at least 4 people and a clear setting
-Students will trace over their pencil lines with a black marker, and then color the entire paper

VOCABULARY:

Community event
Setting

PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Last week we drew pictures of community events. Tell the people at your table what event you made. Today we’re going to make it better by adding more details and color.
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Demo table, show students example of one that is not finished and ask how it could be fixed. Show example of one that is finished. Show example of one that has been traced, and then colored. 
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Students return to tables. Everyone looks at their artwork. Teacher asks: Do you have at least 4 people doing something? Are they stick figures or do they have a body and clothes? Is the setting clear? What details could you add to the setting to make it better?

Independent Practice:

Students finish drawing, tracing, and coloring.

Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I tracing and coloring carefully? Is this my best work?
Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up. Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
