TITLE: Gingerbread land-Day 1
GRADE: 1
MATERIALS: PPT, blue construction paper, white paint 
TIME: 35 minutes

VISUAL ART CONTENT STANDARDS/OBJECTIVES ADDRESSED IN THIS UNIT:

1st VA: Cr1.2.1a: Use observation and investigation in preparation for making a work of art.

1st VA: Cr2.1.1a:  Explore uses of materials and tools to create works of art or design.

1st VA: Cr2.2.1a: Demonstrate safe and proper procedures for using materials, tools, and equipment while making art.

1st VA: Re7.2.1a:  Compare images that represent the same subject.

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will view PPT of gingerbread houses
-Students will paint a winter background  for their gingerbread land

PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Ask students if they’ve ever constructed something out of food? You must use your imagination to figure out how use something in a unexpected way. (Students share with one another what they’ve made out of food) Introduce students to gingerbread land including house and man.
Art History/Concepts:

Students view PPT of gingerbread houses taking note of candy and its placement on the house.
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Students return to seats and pass out large paper and blue construction paper. Once table is quiet, teacher gives them white paint. Class does step by step process together. Begin by painting the ground white and then add dots for falling snow.
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Students follow the step by step process as a group.
Independent Practice:

Students finish painting independently while teacher monitors progress.
Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:

Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I carefully using long smooth brushstrokes? Am I dipping my brush in the water when it’s too dry?

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
