Enduring Understanding: Creativity and innovative thinking are essential life skills that can be developed.

Essential Questions: What conditions, attitudes, and behaviors support creativity and innovative thinking? What factors prevent or encourage people to take creative risks? How does collaboration expand the creative process?

Anchor Standard 2 | Organize and develop artistic ideas and work.

Enduring Understanding: Artists and designers experiment with forms, structures, materials, concepts, media, and art- making approaches.

Essential Questions: How do artists work? How do artists and designers determine whether a particular direction in their work is effective? How do artists and designers learn from trial and error?

Kindergarten VA: Cr2.1.Ka: Through experimentation, build skills in various media and approaches to art-making.
Enduring Understanding: Artists and designers balance experimentation and safety, freedom and responsibility while developing and creating artworks.

Essential Questions: How do artists and designers care for and maintain materials, tools, and equipment? Why is it important for safety and health to understand and follow correct procedures in handling materials, tools, and equipment? What responsibilities come with the freedom to create?
Kindergarten VA: Cr2.2.Ka:  Identify safe and non-toxic art materials, tools, and equipment. 
Enduring Understanding: People create and interact with objects, places, and design that define, shape, enhance, and empower their lives.

Essential Questions: How do objects, places, and design shape lives and communities? How do artists and designers determine goals for designing or redesigning objects, places, or systems? How do artists and designers create works of art or design that effectively communicate?

Kindergarten VA: Cr2.3.Ka: Create art that represents natural and constructed environments. 

Artistic Process | Responding: Understanding and evaluating how the arts convey meaning.

Anchor Standard 7 | Perceive and analyze artistic work

Enduring Understanding: Individual aesthetic and empathetic awareness developed through engagement with art can lead to understanding and appreciation of self, others, the natural world, and constructed environments.
Essential Questions: How do life experiences influence the way you relate to art? How does learning about art impact how we perceive the world? What can we learn from our responses to art?
Kindergarten VA: Re7.1.Ka: Identify uses of art within one’s personal environment.
Anchor Standard 8 | Interpret intent and meaning in artistic work.

Enduring Understanding: People gain insights into meanings of artworks by engaging in the process of art criticism.
Essential Questions: What is the value of engaging in the process of art criticism? How can the viewer “read” a work of art? How does knowing and using visual art vocabularies help us understand and interpret works of art?
Kindergarten VA: Re8.1.Ka: Interpret art by identifying subject matter and describing relevant details.


	Content Student Friendly Objective:

-I will finish drawing a dog and cat in an environment by adding more details
-I will refine my artwork by carefully tracing and adding color

-I will share my artwork with someone else in the class



	Pre-Assessment: Review the term “environment”


	Lesson:
Vocabulary: 
-Review “environment”

-Teach “details”, “refine”, “trace”
Anticipatory Set: 
-Review “Where is doggy/kitty” song with prop
-Introduce objectives and new vocabulary
Guided Practice: 
-What details are in the environment of my pictures? Tell your neighbor. 

-Do you see how my lines are dark black? I refined my picture by tracing the lines with a black marker. (demonstrate)

-Next, I carefully added color using crayons.

-Return to your seats and think to yourself, “Am I adding more details? Am I carefully refining my artwork? Am I taking my time and not rushing?” (Students work independently)
Assessment: 

-Hold up your artwork and ask the person across from you, “What do you see?” and listen to his/her answer. Are they correct? Tell them what you drew. Take turns.

-Next, explain to your partner how you made your artwork. Do you remember the steps you followed to draw the cat and dog? 

-Finally, we are going to sing the “Where is doggy/kitty?” song using our artwork as a prop. This will help our audience to understand and enjoy our artwork and our song both. This is one of the purposes of our artwork.  (Students and teacher sing together)

(Teacher assesses students’ performance based on participation and effort)

Closure: 
Think to yourself, did you:

- finish drawing a dog and cat in an environment by adding more details?

-refine your artwork by carefully tracing and adding color?

-share your artwork with someone else in the class?

Differentiation: 

-During students’ independent work time, teacher circulates to provide needed assistance or offer additional challenges for students to consider incorporating into their art-making process.
