TITLE: Texture in the desert
GRADE: Kindergarten

MATERIALS: paper, crayons without labels, black markers, texture items 
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will draw a desert scene

VOCABULARY:

Texture
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Think to yourself quietly, have you ever accidentally touched a cactus? Raise your hand if you have. How did that feel? Sharp is how it feels. Texture is how something feels when you touch it. 
Art History/Concepts:
We are going to artwork about the desert. Today we’re going to draw it and next time we will make it look like it has texture. 
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Teacher and students do a step by step drawing of the desert with plants and creatures.
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:
(see above)
Independent Practice:

Once finished, students will carefully trace their drawings with a black marker and add other details to their drawing.
Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I carefully tracing my pencil drawing? Am I doing my personal best?

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
