TITLE: Emotions Day 1
GRADE: Kindergarten

MATERIALS: half sheet and full sheet of white paper, crayons
TIME: 35 minutes

VISUAL ART CONTENT STANDARDS/OBJECTIVES ADDRESSED IN THIS UNIT:

Kindergarten VA: Cr2.1.Ka: Through experimentation, build skills in various media and approaches to art-making.

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will identify different emotions by showing them and drawing them.
-Students will pick one emotion and draw it again, and then draw what they are doing when they feel that emotion.
VOCABULARY:

Emotions: happy, sad, tired, mad, scared, surprised, thoughtful

PROCEDURE:

Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Teacher and students show emotions on their faces. Show me ___________on your face. How do you feel when you see your best friend….when  someone wakes you up early in the morning…..when you miss your favorite tv show…..when you see a magic act….when you can’t figure out a problem….when the lights all the sudden go out at your house 
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Teacher demonstrates step by step, how to draw each emotion and write the word below it. Students follow along on large sheet of paper.
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Students choose their favorite emotion, and draw it again on smaller paper
Independent Practice:

Students add details to their drawings to turn it into self portraits. Students draw what they are doing when they feel those emotions.
Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I drawing where I am and what I am doing when I feel this emotion? Am I doing my personal best?

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
