TITLE: Patterns and Emotions Day 2
GRADE: Kindergarten

MATERIALS: paper from previous week, colored paper, glue, crayons
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will identify patterns in the room
-Students will draw patterns on scrap paper and then on the border of their self portraits

-Students will trace and color their self-portraits

VOCABULARY:

Pattern-anything that repeats 
PROCEDURE:

Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Teacher introduces definition of pattern and students identify the difference between pictures and patterns using examples. Students find examples of patterns in the room.
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

On the back of the construction paper, students make patterns step by step with teacher. 
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:
Students make one more pattern on their own.
Independent Practice:

Students turn the paper over and put a different pattern on the four sides surrounding the small white paper that is glued to the center. Next, students draw a picture of themselves showing an emotion. Last, students trace and add color to their self portraits.
Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I drawing where I am and what I am doing when I feel this emotion? Am I doing my personal best?

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
