	INTRODUCTION

     2.Distribute “A-B-C” graphic organizer to students and tell them to write down a word that relates to safety for each alphabet. Tell them this form is worth 10 points and they will turn them in at the end of today’s lesson   (FDM-Sew-Handout3).
	          2.Students complete the graphic organizer or hand out 3.(FDM-Sew-Handout3) Students will write a word or a phrase that relates to safety in this classroom for each alphabet on the handout page.

	3. & 4,Ask each student to share one of his/her safety words with the other students in the group at their table.  (Think-pair-share)
	3.Students will share and talk with others at their table. But needs to write down their own words. Students may go into web sites on their computers to find words only dealing with safety in the classroom.

	
	

	To continue the next time I see the students. 
5.Explain that in the workplace each person is responsible for the safety of all others.  Tell them some interpersonal safety measures (Ex: in classroom use good sitting posture with legs in 
front of you to prevent someone from tripping). Have them write down an example of their own 
at the bottom of their handout (FDM-Sew-Handout3).



	6.Ask each student to share one of his/her safety words  (Think-pair-share)

	



	     
	4.Students respond vocally (Think-pair-share)Students as a group will decide 
to write three words that are most important on a slate to show other students. 

	To continue the next time I see the students.
5.Students will write down an example of a hazard of their own at the bottom of the handout. 



6.Students will share one of his/her safety words to the class.   (Think-pair-share)




	     7.Tell students some of the hazards in the sewing lab (or workplace) (Ex: don’t overload electric cords or extension cords into a wall outlet).  Have them write down an example of preventing a workplace hazard at the bottom of their handout (FDM-Sew-Handout3).
	     7.Students visibly annotate their graphic organizers (FDM-Sew-Handout3).

	     9.When demonstrating the correct use of some sewing tools have students put their thumbs up to show that they understand. Thumbs Up/Thumbs Down.      With some tools the teacher will demonstrate the uses of different tools in this classroom, and how to use them and how not to use each tool.
	     9.Students respond with Thumbs Up or Thumbs Down.With some tools the teacher will ask the students to demonstrate the correct and safe way to use the tools. Students will demonstrate to the teacher that they can cut fabric correctly, and pin fabric correctly.
