Owl 
Kindergarten 
Sept. 11-18
Materials:  paper, crayon without paper labels, circle 

Time: 35 minutes

	Content Student Friendly Objective: Student will be able to use a crayon to draw circles, curved shape; triangle and rectangle for create an owl.


	Anticipatory Set/Pre-Assessment: Teacher will ask the students to raise their hands if they have seen an owl?  Teacher will ask the students what kind of shapes is needed to draw an owl.

	Lesson:
Vocabulary: line, circle, curved shape, triangle, texture, rectangle, apex, nocturnal
Guided Practice: Teacher will demonstrate how to create an owl using shapes.
1st Draw two circles near the top of your paper that touch each other.  At the bottom of the circle connect them with a line.  Looks like upside down eye glasses.  Below the line put a dot.  Connect the line to the dot from both ends of the line.  Now you have a triangle for the owl’s beak.  
2nd Draw a curved line just under the beak and over and above the top of the owl’s eyes.  It looks like you have drawn a hill but now you can tell it is going to be an owl.  Close the hill at the bottom with a rectangle using the side of your crayon.  This is where the owl will perch on the limb of the tree branch.  Add lines to the branch to show texture.  Draw three curved lines for each claw of the owl.  An owl has two claws.
3rd Draw a slanted line touching the edge of the paper under the tree branch and close it with curvy lines.  This is the owl’s tail.  
4th Draw a triangle at the top of the owls head with the point or apex of the triangle between the owl’s eyes. Draw two curved lines on each side of the owl for his wings.  The curved line starts underneath each eye and stops at the tree branch.   

5th Draw the night sky using violet or blue using the side of your crayon.  It is easier to use these colors that to use black because it is a strong color that can smear your paper.  Owls are called nocturnal animals because they come out at night.  You can also draw a moon and stars.
Assessment: Teacher will grade each student with an E for Excellent or an S for satisfactory.  Students that completed all 5 steps will earn an E/Excellent.
Closure: Review the objective.


	Differentiation: The students that show difficulty in drawing will be shown on a separate piece of paper how to solve the problem.
