SUSD Visual Art Lesson Plan
Texture Turtle
Kindergarten 
Sept. 30- Oct. 3
Materials:  paper, crayon without paper labels 

Time: 35 minutes

	Content Student Friendly Objective: Student will be able to use a crayon to draw half-circles, triangle and curved lines to create a turtle. 


	Anticipatory Set/Pre-Assessment: Teacher will ask the students to raise their hands to show how many of you have seen a turtle?    Teacher will ask the students to think about the shapes they could use to create a turtle.    Is a turtle’s shell hard or soft?  Students raise their hands to answer the question.  Is a turtles shell smooth or rough?  Artist use texture to show how something feels.  What can you draw on the turtle’s shell to show texture? What shape will you use to make a turtle?  Students will answer the question by raising their hands.

	Lesson:
Vocabulary:  texture, half-circle, triangle, large, medium small
Guided Practice: Teacher will demonstrate how to create a texture turtle using half-circles and triangles.
1st Draw a large curved line in the middle of your paper and draw and straight line to close the half-circle shape.  Do the same thing again by drawing a medium size half-circle and connect it to the end of the large half-circle.  The large half-circle will be the turtle’s shell and the medium half-circle will be the turtle’s head.  On the bottom of the turtle’s shell draw two small half-circle curving up to the straight line of the shell.  This will be the front and back foot of the turtle.   Draw an eye and a line on the medium half-circle for the turtle’s face.  Draw a tail at the opposite side from the face on the turtle’s shell. 

2nd Draw curved lines going up to show texture on the turtles shell.  Draw the ground for the turtle to walk on with the side of your crayon.  Draw the sky at the top of the paper using the side of your crayon.  Color the turtle.  Make sure you color the whole page and there is no white paper showing.  What letter does the word turtle begin with?  Write the word turtle on your paper.  Turn your paper over and write your name.
Assessment: Teacher will grade each student with an E for Excellent or an S for satisfactory.  Students that completed all 2 steps will earn an E/Excellent.  Teacher will provide feedback for each student.
Closure: Review the objective.


	Differentiation: The students that show difficulty in drawing will be shown on a separate piece of paper how to solve the problem.
