Title:  Desert Landscape, animal and plant
Grade:  First Grade

Time:  First day 35 minutes Jan.12, 13, 15, 16

Objectives:

Student will be able to draw a horizon line, desert plant, and desert animal.
Vocabulary

horizon line, cactus, desert animal, landscape
Guided Lesson
Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment

Teacher asks students if they have seen the desert.  What kind of plants are in the desert?  What types of animals live in the desert?  When you are outside and look up you see the sky and the sky meets the ground.  What is it called where the sky and the ground meet?
Art History/Concepts
Artists have drawn and painted landscapes.  Landscapes show us what we see when we look outside at the land.  Where the sky and the land are divided is called the horizon line.  You can see the horizon line when you go outside or when you look at a landscape picture or photograph.  Artist come from all over to draw  the desert landscape.  Desert landscapes have desert plants and animals.  For this lesson we will draw the sky, sun desert plants and animals.  Then we will paint with watercolor to complete our desert landscape.

First Day   

Teacher Demonstration/Guided Instruction
Day 1
1st Teacher will pass out paper and student helpers will get pencils for each table of students so they can write their name, table number, classroom teacher name, subject and date.  Then pencils will be returned to cart.
2nd Teacher will draw the sky and land and then draw a horizon line to divide the land and sky.
3rd Teacher will draw a desert plant with flower, desert animal and sun.
4th Teacher will ask students to draw a practice copy of a desert landscape.

Check for Understanding/Guided Practice

Teacher will check for understanding by observation of each student and giving feedback.  Each time the class meets teacher will do a step-by-step demonstration.  

Assessment 

Teacher will assess the final artwork with an E for Excellent or an S for satisfactory.  

Closure

Teacher will review the objectives.

Differentiation 
Teacher will help students that are having trouble by re-teaching and individual attention by drawing on a separate paper to help solve the problem.
