Title:  Special Person
Grade:  First Grade

Materials: white paper, crayons, circle template, black crayon, crayons, ruler, string
Time:  5 days 35 minutes each week lesson starts Sept 2-Oct 7

Objectives:

Student will be able to draw their special friend.
Student will be able to draw a girl or a boy as their special friend.
Student will be able to use overlapping to draw horizontal, vertical and diagonal lines.
Vocabulary

line, element of art, horizontal line, vertical line, diagonal line
Guided Lesson
Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment

Teacher asks students if they have a special friend person in their life.  Students will raise their hand.  Teacher asks students if the special friend is a boy, girl, mom, dad, aunt, uncle, grandma, grandfather, sister, brother cousin etc. Students will raise their hands to answer the question.
Art History/Concepts
Artists have drawn special persons in their lives.  The artist Pablo Picasso drew many of his special friends.  In our last lesson we talked about the element of art, space.  For this lesson I want to talk to you about lines.  Line is another element of art.  Artists use lines in their artworks.  We are going to use horizontal vertical and diagonal lines in our Special Person drawing. Teacher explains that in art there are seven elements of art.  The elements of art are like the way the alphabet is used to make words.  Teacher points to elements of art posters.  Teacher chooses the poster that says line.  One of the elements of art is line.  

Teacher Demonstration/Guided Instruction
Day 1
1st Teacher will pass out paper and student helpers will get pencils for each table of students so they can write their name, table number, classroom teacher name, subject and date.  Then pencils will be returned to cart.
2nd Teacher will take a circle template and trace the circle with a black crayon.  Then teacher places black crayon on box and circle beside the box.  Students are told to do the same thing after they finish drawing the circle.  Remind students not to draw a face inside the circle.

Day 2

3rd Teacher demonstrates how to curve 2 lines up from under the circle to create arms.  Students repeat teacher demonstration.  This is done until the whole body is drawn for the special person.  Special person has two arms and two legs.
4th Teacher shows how to add clothes to the Special person by drawing simple lines.  Students can add male or female clothes.  
Day 3

5th Teacher draws and labels 3 lines on the board horizontal, vertical and diagonal lines.  Teacher holds a string and demonstrates each line while holding the string and changing line direction.  Then the teacher holds the string up to the Special Person drawing.  Students are told that they will draw the three lines on their paper but they must practice with each other first.  Teacher passes out each student’s special person and a string.  Students collaborate by asking what line they are laying on the paper or holding up. Teacher walks around the room to check for understanding and provide feedback.
Day 4

6th   Teacher demonstrates how to use a ruler to draw a horizontal, vertical and diagonal line.  Teacher reminds the students that this is like overlapping the circles and those they do not want to draw over their special person.  The lines need to look like they are going behind the special person.  Teacher demonstrates how to draw the lines on the special person.  The students will use the rulers to draw the lines on their special person.
Day 5

7th Students will color in their special person and then color in the spaces they created with lines.  Students will color the whole page.

Check for Understanding/Guided Practice

Teacher will check for understanding by observation of each student and giving feedback.  Each time the class meets teacher will do a step-by-step demonstration.  

Assessment 

Teacher will assess the final artwork with an E for Excellent or an S for satisfactory.  Students that earn an E/Excellent completed all 7 steps.

Closure

Teacher will review the objectives.

Differentiation 
Teacher will help students that are having trouble by re-teaching and individual attention by drawing on a separate paper to help solve the problem.
