Classroom Activities:

This Month’s Desired Outcome:

Students increase their awareness of the importance of their contributions to kindness in our world.
Teaching Point: 

Did you know organizations that help people in need rely on donations and volunteers in order to do their work.  In 2011, the Community Food Bank of Southern Arizona could not distribute food boxes to people in need for the holidays for the first time in its 35-year history because they didn’t have enough food or enough volunteers.  Donating 1 can of food or 1 hour of your time as a volunteer can make a huge difference in someone else’s life.  What would you be willing to donate or volunteer for in order to help people in your own community?
Activities:
Activity 1: Community Connections
Allow students to explore the websites of local community service organizations.  Have students share about their findings through written or oral presentations to the class.
Activity 2: Collage of Kindness for the Classroom
Have students cut out pictures from magazines or brochures that illustrate acts of kindness in the community.  Paste pictures on individual pieces of construction paper or onto large pieces of tag board as a class.  
Activity 3: Pennies for a Purpose
Encourage students to collect pennies as a class for a charitable organization of the class’s or school’s choice.
Activity 4: Ben’s “Bellee” Biographies
Read each week’s Ben’s Belling article in the Arizona Daily Star as a class (articles run on Saturdays and are also available weekly on the Ben’s Bells website).  Have students choose a “bellee” to write a biography about, making sure to highlight their kindness in the community.
