Protocol for students referred to the ATS Program (5/9 Day)

STEP 1: PROVIDE INFORMATON

School Official(s) will be asked to provide Student Services with the following information once suspension has been deemed necessary:

· Name of student(s) who have been suspended.
· Name of students home school.
· Valid Telephone Number.
· Reason for Suspension (resolution)
After SS receives information, SS will then contact FRWC (Marco Rodriguez/Linda Rodriquez) in order for FRWC staff to contact student’s parents/guardians. Once contact is made ATS staff will be expecting student(s) to attend the ATS Program the next day.

STEP 2: REQUIREMENTS

At the time of suspension school officials will provide the following information to parents/guardians.

· Students will be required to attend the ATS Program on the Chaparral Campus in their regular school uniform (same uniform as required by home school).

· No backpacks are allowed.

· Students in the ATS Program may be patted down for suspicious behavior.

· Student will be required to participate in academics and community services projects.

· Students will be supervised at all times (RR breaks, Breakfast, Lunch, Arrival, and departure).

· Attendance is mandatory. Attendance will be taken while students attend ATS. 
STEP 3: Schedule/ Map (Please see attached district map and campus map)
Monday- Thursday 9:30-2:30

Friday 9:30-1:15

ATS Program at the FRWC is located at 3700 E Alvord (Chaparral Middle School 100 building). Please arrive at the west most entrance of the school. 

STEP 4: Transportation

Currently there is only one bus transporting ATS student from STAR to FRWC. Students are being picked up at their regular bus stops and shuttled to STAR where they will take the ATS bus to the ATS Program located on the Chaparral campus. We encourage parents and guardians to provide transportation for their sons/daughters. 

STEP 5: School Work

ATS Staff is encouraging school officials to provide students with school work while they are attending our program (culminating activities, projects, PowerPoint’s, packets, reading materials, homework, etc).

STEP 6: Successful vs. Unsuccessful Discharge

Once students successfully complete their suspension at the ATS Program, students will need to attend their hearing at SUSD Offices. Students will be able to provide a portfolio of their work that they have accumulated while they attended ATS. This portfolio will be one approach to measure student’s engagement while in the Program. Hearing officer will inquire about this portfolio at the students hearing.

*It is in the student’s best interest to have this portfolio completed with all work assigned at ATS upon arrival of hearing.
