English Proficiency Assessments & Structured English Immersion (SEI)
Extracurricular activity eligibility:   JJJ
All students must maintain passing grades in all classes—no D’s, F’s, or Incompletes (I)—in order to remain eligible to participate in any extracurricular activity.  A progress report will be mailed home halfway through the grading period.  Students not meeting eligibility requirements at the end of the grading period will be excluded from participating in any extracurricular activity until they show passing grades in all classes.  Weekly eligibility reports, showing that the student is passing all classes, are required until the next grade report.  Students on Out-of-School Suspension (OSS) are restricted from participating in any activities, including practices, for the duration of the suspension; they may participate only after returning to classes and being in attendance for one full day.

STUDENT DRESS:

The purpose of student dress code is to encourage students to “dress for success,” and to come to school properly prepared for participating in the educational process.  The general guide to acceptable school dress is neatness, cleanliness, and appropriateness.  

The District encourages students to take pride in their attire as it relates to the school setting.  Students should dress in a manner that, in addition to the following guidelines, takes into consideration the educational environment, safety, health, and welfare of self and others. 

Obscene language or symbols, drug and/or alcohol symbols, or satanic symbols on clothing are expressly prohibited.  Any student wearing or carrying gang, satanic, drug, or alcohol paraphernalia or symbols, or making gestures that symbolize gang membership, shall be referred to the principal or designee.  The student’s parent/guardian shall be contacted, and the student shall be sent home to change clothes if necessary. Gang-related clothing may vary from school to school, and may change from year to year.  Consequently, prior to disallowing the wearing or display of the aforementioned clothing, the procedures above will be utilized.  This policy represents the minimum standard for the district.  The full version of the District Handbook, as well as individual schools will provide more specific information about acceptable and non-acceptable clothing.
Uniforms: 
Many schools require students to wear uniforms.  Students shall comply with the uniform dress code of the school.  The guidelines 
above and additional specific guidelines also apply in schools where uniforms are required.
Exceptions for special activities or health considerations may be pre-approved by the administrator.  Students who volunteer for extracurricular activities, such as athletics, band, chorus, etc., are subject to the standards of dress as defined by the sponsors of such activities.

Student Records

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) affords parents and students over 18 years of age (“eligible students”) certain rights with respect to the student’s educational records.  These include the right to inspect and review the student’s educational records, the right to request the amendment of a record believed to be inaccurate or misleading, and the right to consent to disclosures of personally identifiable information contained in the student’s educational record, except for the FERPA authorized disclosure without consent. There shall be no hazing, solicitation to engage in hazing, or aiding and abetting another who is engaged in hazing of any person enrolled in the district or intending to enroll or to be promoted to District schools within twelve (12) calendar months.

“Hazing” means any intentional, knowing or reckless act committed by a student, whether individually or together with other persons, against another student, and in which both of the following apply: (1) the act was committed in connection with initiation into an affiliation or maintenance of membership in any organization that is part of the educational institution; and (2) the act contributes to a substantial risk of potential physical injury, mental harm or degradation, causes any of these.

Medicines/Administering Medicines to Students:

If it is required that students take prescribed medicine during school hours, there must be a written order from a physician stating the name of the medicine, the dosage, and the time it is to be given.  Prescription medicine must be brought to the school in the original container with the dispensing pharmacy’s label.  There must also be a written permission from the parent to allow the school or the student to administer the medicine.  The medicine must come to school in the prescription container.  There are also requirements associated with over-the-counter medicines (e.g., Tylenol, Benadryl).  Exceptions and requirements are described for students with diagnosed conditions that require self-administration of medications (e.g., asthma, diabetes).

PPRA affords parents and students under the age of eighteen (18) or emancipated minors (“eligible students”) certain rights regarding the conducting of surveys, collection and use of information for marketing purposes, and certain physical exams.  These include required parental consent before students are required to submit to certain types of surveys.  Also included are the requirement to receive notice and the opportunity to opt a student out of certain surveys, and also the right to receive and inspect specific information before administration or use.
